If one
does not pronounce the lefters correctly, the meanings can
change very much. If the meanings change for the worse, the
reciter can become sinful. If the mistake is made in salaah, it is
possible the salaah can break. The letfters of the Arabic alphabet

The Huroofe Tafkheem should be pronounced with tafkheem (full
mouth) even if they have akasrah/zer (= ).

Huroofe Tafkheem are in brown in the following examples.

If a Tafkneem Leﬂer with a fathah is followed by an Alif, the Alif will
also be pronounced with tafkneem. A fathah mugaddarah (L )is
the same as an Alif preceded by afathah (12).

In the following examples the Tafkheem Lefters (in brown),
together with the Alif must be pronounced with tafkheern (full
mouth).
